The Good News About Giving



“I was part of the church before I fell on some hard times. I got
a health diagnosis that meant I couldn’t work, and I was very
lonely. I needed help. I was so grateful that the church was there
for me; they cared for me in all of this, and my relationship
with God grew deeper. I’m often confined to my bed, so the
church’s giving has made possible all kinds of critical spiritual
care and community. It’s a gift to have a generous community
like Resurrection that I can lean on. If I didn’t have the church's
support, I don’t know if I would have made it.”

Then we felt led
to try to give more, in ways that felt more noticeable and
sacrificial, like something that we felt the effect from giving
away.

By giving to our church, we feel like we’re making
a positive impact on people’s lives, building kid’s ministries, and
helping those in need. Giving feels like we’re expressing
spiritual energy in a tangible way. It’s impactful to see how our
gifts are making a practical difference as a gift from Christ to
the world.”

Giving is an act of worship

In the liturgy, there is an excellent picture of
how our giving is a joyful part of our worship
life as a church. It’s called the offertory, where
our gifts are brought forward in response to the
lavish generosity of God by the gift of His son,
Jesus Christ. As recipients of this gift, we sing
“Praise God from whom all blessings flow!” and
offer ourselves as living sacrifices—all of us—
given back to the Lord with gratitude. Those
who give online take a token at the welcome
table to put in the offering basket to remember
that giving is an act of worship.

Giving is not an answer to scarcity

We’re not raising money to fund a church budget, we’re raising
disciples to participate in the work of God. People are not
“resources” to be tapped for more, we are disciples being formed
into Christlikeness. Giving is also not an answer to the sense of
scarcity that we may have in our hearts or this world, it is the
grateful response of a people who have received a great gift. 

What is Giving? 

Giving is a part of discipleship

Our acts of generosity are part of following Jesus. He invites us to
take on his manner of life, and his way of doing things. We find
that in Jesus’ company, our hearts are being changed to become
more like his and we participate in God’s work in the world.

Giving is a journey

It’s part of the journey of transformation we’re all on together.  
We never talk about it with pressure or guilt, but always open up
space for you to find out for yourself what it is that God is
inviting you to do, and then to respond with the support of a
community. Generosity involves an intentional growing process.

‘Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth
and rust consume and where thieves break in and steal, but store
up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor
rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal.
